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NEW 1947 TRACK AND FIELD CHAMPIONS

Wichita East Repeats As Class AA Champion; St. Joseph’s Academy Wins Class A
Title; Esbon New Class B Title Holder

Wichita East High School repeated as the Class AA
track and field champion of Kansas in the Championship
run off on the Kansas State College track and field at
Manhattan on May 16 and 17. St. Joseph’s Academy
of Hays replaced Garden City in Class A and Esbon won
its first title to annex the crown in the Class B division.

No new records were established but good perfor-
mances were turned in by almost all of the first place
winners. In winning the titles Wichita East and St.
Joseph’s each won two first places, in the 100 and 220
yard dashes, and Esbon won first place in the 880 yard
relay.

In winning the Class AA title Wichita East scored 39
points. Hutchinson was second with 30, Wyandotte
third with 20Y, while Topeka and Junction City fol-
lowed in order with 16% and 16 points respectively.
The leaders in the Class A division scored in the follow-
ing order: St. Joseph’s 23, Beloit 14%, Marysville 14,
Meade 13! and Dighton 13%. In Class B Esbon’s
points totaled 16; College High of Pittsburg was second
with 14 1/7, School for the Deaf scored 13 points, Cold-
water 11% and Garfield 1o0.
